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WHEREAS, the governing authority of the City of Snellville, Georgia is the
Mayor and Council thereof;

WHEREAS, the governing authority of the City of Snellville, Georgia desires to
modify the designated land use of certain property located within the City; and,

WHEREAS, the health, safety, and welfare of the citizens of Snellville, Georgia,
will be positively impacted by the adoption of this Ordinance.

IT IS HEREBY ORDAINED BY THE GOVERNING AUTHORITY OF THE
CITY OF SNELLVILLE, GEORGIA, and by the authority thereof:

Section 1. The future land use of the property described as Tracts 1 through 7
in Exhibit “A,” a copy of which is attached hereto and incorporated herein by reference,
is hereby amended from Low-Density Residential to Medium-Density Residential.
This change in future land use is to be noted on the City of Snellville Land Use Plan as
approved by the Mayor and Council as soon as reasonably possible following the
adoption of this Ordinance. The future land use plan map shall also be amended with an
editorial note specifying the date this Snellville Land Use Plan Amendment was approved
by the Mayor and Council and specifying the parcel(s) affected by this Ordinance. Until
the change is indicated on the City of Snellville Land Use Plan approved by the Mayor
and Council, this Ordinance shall govern over the City of Snellville Land Use Plan
approved by the Mayor and Council to the extent of any discrepancy between this
Ordinance and the City of Snellville Land Use Plan approved by the Mayor and Council.

Section 2. The preamble of this Ordinance shall be considered to be and is
hereby incorporated by reference as if fully set out herein.

Section 3. (@) It is hereby declared to be the intention of the Mayor and

Council that all sections, paragraphs, sentences, clauses and phrases of this Ordinance are
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or were, upon their enactment, believed by the Mayor and Council to be fully valid,
enforceable and constitutional.

(b) It is hereby declared to be the intention of the Mayor and Council that, to the
greatest extent allowed by law, each and every section, paragraph, sentence, clause or
phrase of this Ordinance is severable from every other section, paragraph, sentence,
clause or phrase of this Ordinance. It is hereby further declared to be the intention of the
Mayor and Council that, to the greatest extent allowed by law, no section, paragraph,
sentence, clause or phrase of this Ordinance is mutually dependent upon any other
section, paragraph, sentence, clause or phrase of this Ordinance.

(c) In the event that any phrase, clause, sentence, paragraph or section of this
Ordinance shall, for any reason whatsoever, be declared invalid, unconstitutional or
otherwise unenforceable by the valid judgment or decree of any court of competent
jurisdiction, it is the express intent of the Mayor and Council that such invalidity,
unconstitutionality or unenforceability shall, to the greatest extent allowed by law, not
render invalid, unconstitutional or otherwise unenforceable any of the remaining phrases,
clauses, sentences, paragraphs or sections of the Ordinance and that, to the greatest extent
allowed by law, all remaining phrases, clauses, sentences, paragraphs and sections of the
Ordinance shall remain valid, constitutional, enforceable, and of full force and effect.

Section 4. Penalties in effect for violations of the Zoning Ordinance of the
City of Snellville at the time of the effective date of this Ordinance shall be and are
hereby made applicable to this Ordinance and shall remain in full force and effect.

Section 5. All ordinances and parts of ordinances in conflict herewith are

hereby expressly repealed
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Section 6. This Ordinance was adopted on , 2017. The

effective date of this Ordinance shall be the date of adoption unless otherwise stated

herein.
