MAYOR’S REPORT

Mayor Oberholtzer announced that he had sworn in two new police officers tonight. He reported
that he talked with Senator Don Balfor to discuss HB110 and the Senator’s willingness to help
the cities.

Section 50-14-2-(1).

To discuss future acquisition of real estate, which is excluded from the Open Meetings Act
pursuant to O.C.G.A. Section 50-14-3-(4).

Upon the appointment, employment, compensation, hiring, disciplinary action or dismissal, or
periodic evaluation or rating of a public officer or employee, which is excluded pursuant to
0.C.G.A. Section 50-14-3-(6).

Upon a motion by Council Member Bender, 2" by Council Member Kautz, the meeting was
closed, with all Council Members and the Mayor present and voting in favor.

The meeting recessed to executive session in Conference Room 145 at 10:11 p.m.
The meeting reconvened at 10:32 p.m.

Council Member Jenkins announced that City Manager Jeff Timler had submitted a letter of
resignation effective tonight. He made a motion to accept Mr. Timler’s resignation, 2" by
Council Member Bender; voted 6 in favor and 0 opposed, motion carried.
